Mission Statement

St. Paul’s Fishing Club aims to promote sport of angling and to encourage participation by the young people of the Waterford city parishes of St. Paul’s and St. Saviours in the sport. The activities of the club will promote standards of excellence in angling and an appreciation of the environment through an understanding of best safe practice in the sport. Membership of the club will be open to all, restricted only by resources. Furthermore it is our policy that membership will be free of discrimination and that the club will be proactive in removing barriers to accessing the sport in our locality.

Structure

1. The Principal of St. Paul’s Community College, the Coordinator of Waterford School Completion Programme and the Committee of Waterford and District Coarse Angling Club may nominate Trustees of the club

2. The trustees shall appoint two coordinators of the club

3. Membership shall be open to all members of the community under the age of 18 years

4. When resources are limited priority shall be given to applications from those resident in the local area a specified in the mission statement.

5. The Club Committee shall consist of the trustees, the coordinators and three elected members of the club. The club members shall be elected at the AGM of the club to serve for one year. All members present at the AGM shall be eligible to vote in the election.

6. The committee shall meet at least five times annually.

7. The Coordinators shall have the responsibility for the prudent management of the funds and resources of the club. They shall report to the AGM on the state of the clubs assets. 

Activities 

1. Coarse, game and sea angling will be promoted through the activities of the club.

2. All members are expected to contribute to the fund raising efforts of the club.#

3. The club shall organise a minimum of 15 angling events each year, some of which shall be designated competitions. The results of the competitions shall form the basis of the nomination of Club Master Angler.

4. The club shall organise training and preparation for all members. The club shall endeavour to provide the necessary safety and sporting equipment for these sessions to any member needing it.

5. The club coordinators shall actively pursue close liaison with local angling clubs.

6. Day and week courses in angling shall be offered to local groups with similar aspirations of targeting disadvantage

Articles of Association 

1.Winding Up 
If upon the winding up or dissolution of the club there remains, after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid or distributed among the members of the club but shall be given or transferred to some other charitable institution or institutions having main objects similar to the main objects of the club and which shall prohibit the distribution of its or their income and property among its or their members to an extent at least as great as is imposed on the club under or by virtue of Clause hereof, such institution or institutions to be determined by the members of the club at or before the time of dissolution, and if and so far as effect cannot be given to such provisions, then to some charitable object
2. Income and Property
The income and property of the club, whatsoever derived, shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the main objects of the club as set forth in this Memorandum of Association and no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit, to members of the club. 

Provided that nothing herein shall prevent the payment, in good faith, of reasonable and proper remuneration to any officer or servant of the club or to any member of the club, in return for any services actually rendered to the club, nor prevent the payment of interest at a rate not exceeding ten per cent per annum on money lent or reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let, by any member to the club; but so that no director of the club shall be appointed to any salaried office of the club; but so that no director of the club shall be appointed to any salaried office of the club or any office of the club paid by fees and that no remuneration or other benefit in money or money’s worth shall be given by the club to any director, except repayment of out-of-pocket expenses and interest at the rate aforesaid on money lent or reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let to the club, provided that the provision last aforesaid shall not apply to any payment to any club of which a director may be a member, and in which such member shall not hold more than one-hundredth part of the capital, and such member shall not be bound to account for any share of profit s(he) may receive in respect of such payment.
